This 12 page tabloid was considered the best way to distribute an essay written by
Rotary founder Paul Harris. The essay was titled, “Rational Rotarianism.” There was also

club news and advertisements. About 2,000 copies were produced by printer Harry Ruggles,
one of the first members of the Rotary Club of Chicago. Soon the issue

went back to press for another 2,000 copies.

One of the most p o w e r f u l  
influences in the civilization of this 
day is the press, and yet many American 
journals whose tremendous circulations 
constitute indubitable proof of their 
influence and power, wield such 
influence and power with about the 
same degree of tender regard to principle 
and truth as would a bar room full of 
drunken sailors. It is to be hoped that The 
National Rotarian may possess an 
influence and the power to spread the 
principles of Rotary throughout the land 
and that its publishers may never 
become unmindful of the fact that the 
acquisition of influence and power 
means the assumption of  great 
responsibility.

In 2006, RI contributed 
more than US $19 million to fight polio in the four 
remaining polio endemic countries. More than 2 
billion children have received oral polio vaccine. 
99% of the virus is now eradicated.

We can achieve a polio free world if we step up 
efforts to meet the challenge. A polio free world 
is within reach only if we all actively involve 
ourselves in its eradication. Many clubs do not 
have active Polio Plus committees. It should be 
the number one emphasis and should continue 
to be so until eradication is certified. Let us all 
pledge to have this as a priority of the highest 
order and involve our spouses and children in these 
drives. “Twenty years ago, the dream of a polio-free 
world was a distant star. Today, it is within reach.”
Let us work together to make this dream a reality!

Rotarian Myung-bak Lee

Myung-bak Lee, of the Rotary Club of 
Seoul Samchung, Seoul, won a landslide 
victory in December to become the 
country's 17th president. RI President-elect 
Dong Kurn Lee attended the inauguration 
festivities on 25 February. 

"We hope that the objective of Rotary to 
encourage and foster the ideal of service 
will help you administer the affairs of the 
nation, "the RI president-elect said in a 
video message shown at a District 3650 
celebration in January. More than 700 
Rotarians attended the event, which was
held in the new president's honor.

The president responded: "I am most 
appreciative for what the Rotary Club of 
Seoul Samchung and fellow Rotarians did. 
I will make an effort to reflect honor upon 
Rotary."

Lee became involved with Rotary in 1994, 
after expressing an interest in charity work 
to his friend and colleague Woo Joo Chang, 
a member of the Rotary Club of Hanyang. 
From 1995 to 1996, Lee served as charter
president of the Seoul Samchung club.

"The club set a good example of Service 
Above Self by working with orphanages, 
showing concern for the elderly, and 
offering scholarships to college students," 
said Chang. He added that Lee has 
been "a model Rotarian," attending as 
many club meetings as possible, even while 
serving as mayor of Seoul from 2002 to 2006.

Though Lee will be unable to remain 
involved in Rotary activities because of his 
busy schedule, Chang says Rotarians are 
excited about his presidency. 

Several other South Korean Rotarians have 
served as high-level officials, including 
former prime ministers Chung Yul Kim, 
Duck Woo Nam, Choong Hoon Park, and 
Chang Soon Yoo, all members of the 
Hanyang club.

Lee also joins the ranks of Rotarians around 
the world who have led their countries, 
including Foreign Minister Bhichai Rattakul 
of Thailand, Prime Minister Antoine Pinay 
of France, Foreign Minister Jan Masaryk of 
Czechoslovakia, and President Warren G. 
Harding of the United States.

3.	 Hold an ITHF event and invite all the 
ITHF members and every Rotarian you can 
contact from all the clubs in your area to 
attend. Have an interesting format or 
program that will appeal to most of the 
attendees and have fun.

4.	 Ask all the attendees to become 
members of the ITHF and at the same time, 
the local chapter.

5.	 Plan one or more ITHF events during 
the Rotary year and work hard to get good
attendance and to sign up more members.

6.	 Man a booth at all club and district 
functions advertising the ITHF and your 
local chapter.

7.	 Inform your district Fellowships 
Chairman about the ITHF and your local
chapter and ask for help in promoting it.

8.   Inform the district governor about the 
ITHF and your local chapter and ask for 
his/her help in promoting it. Suggest 
hosting a reception at the district 
conference/district assembly and or the 
Rotary Foundation Seminar.

9.   When you have enough members to 
form your local chapter, elect a committee 
and adopt a set of guidelines under which 
the chapter will operate.

10.  Encourage your members to attend 
the RI International Conventions and 
participate in the ITHF activities and events.

Rotary International has received a US$3.5 
million challenge grant from the Google 
Foundation, a nonprofit managed by 
Google.org, in support of Rotary’s top goal 
to eradicate polio worldwide. Rotary
will raise funds to match the Google 
Foundation grant dollar-for-dollar over
one year.

The grant and matching funds will directly 
support polio immunization activities 
carried out by the Global Polio Eradication 
Initiative (GPEI), a partnership spearheaded 
by the World Health Organization, Rotary 
International, UNICEF, and the U.S. Centers
for Disease Control and Prevention.

Following the Bill & Melinda Gates 
Foundation’s $100 million grant to Rotary 
in November, ‘Google.org represents 
another response to the call or support by 
Rotary and its partners to finish polio,’ says 
Dr. Robert S. Scott, trustee chair of The 
Rotary Foundation. ‘Both challenge grants 
reflect strong confidence in Rotary’s 
leadership role in working relentlessly to 
help achieve this vital public health goal 
for the world’s children.’

Eradicating polio has been Rotary’s 
number-one priority since 1985. To date, 
Rotary has helped immunize nearly two 
billion children and contributed $650 
million to the GPEI, a figure that will rise to 
more than $850 million by the time the 
world is certified polio-free.

Globally, the number of polio cases has 
fallen from 350,000 annually in the mid-
1980s to approximately 2,000 cases in 
2006. The GPEI has succeeded in slashing 
the number of cases by 99 percent and 
decreased the number of polio-endemic 
countries from 125 to just 4: Afghanistan, 
India, Nigeria, and Pakistan.

‘This grant comes at a crucial time for the 
initiative, as more funds are needed to 
reach children in the most challenging 
regions of the world,’ says RI President 
Wilfrid J. Wilkinson. ‘We have the technical 
tools to beat polio, and we’re almost there. 
All we need is for the rest of the world
to follow the Google Foundation’s
lead in supporting the effort to eradicate 
this vaccine-preventable disease once
and for all.’

GOOGLE HELP TO END POLIO

US $ 3.5 Million to Rotary
United Nations Secretary-General Ban Ki-
moon met with Rotary leaders and praised 
Rotarians for their commitment to polio
eradication in a recent visit to Chicago.

“Rotary International has led a worldwide 
campaign to wipe out polio. Sometime 
soon, their work will be done. Polio will be 
history, like smallpox,” Ban said in an 
address to the Economic Club of Chicago 
on 7 February.

At a private ceremony in downtown 
Chicago earlier in the day, Rotary 
International President Wilfrid J. Wilkinson 
presented Ban with  the Rotar y  
International Award of Honor in 
recognition of his support for polio 
eradication and his dedication to 
furthering peace and cross-cultural 
understanding. Past recipients of this
high Rotary honor include Kofi Annan,
Bill Clinton, Mikhail Gorbachev, and
Nelson Mandela.

The secretary-general also met with 
Foundation Trustee Chair Robert S. Scott, 
RI General Secretary Edwin H. Futa, and RI 
President-elect Dong Kurn Lee. Ban and
Lee, both South Koreans, are friends.

Rotary's close ties with the UN date back 
to 1945 when 49 Rotarians helped draft 
the UN charter. Rotary continues to 
collaborate with the UN through the Global 
Polio Eradication Initiative, a partnership 
with the United Nation's Children’s Fund, 
the World Health Organization, and the
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.

A TRIP TO BANGALORE

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Due to the rising concern of Child Abuse 
and Child Trafficking, the Rotary Club of 
Karachi Cosmopolitan arranged a 
photograph and poster contest, as a post-
seminar workshop of the Population and 
Development Seminar, held in  December. 

The students of Mrs. Tahseen's Learning 
System were given the task with topics 
ranging from Child Right, Child Labour, 
Child Beggary, Child Exploitation, Child 
Neglect & Abuse to very important, Child 
Trafficking. The age groups were 11-13 years.

Workshop
RCK Cosmopolitan President Capt. Shakir 
and Committee Chair, Club Service Projects, 
Rtn Dr. Hina arranged an introductory 
workshop to explain the facts and figures. 
Surprisingly, the students themselves came 
up with their research on these issues and 
presented a  multimedia presentation on 
Child Abuse, where they explained the four 
basic types of mistreatments; child neglect, 
physical abuse, emotional abuse and sexual 
abuse. They brought into light the different 
pattern of abuse for boys and girls, the 
association of poverty with abuse and the 
commonly reported offenders. 

Another group of students collected the 
information from Ansar Burney, famous for 
Human Rights, on child trafficking to 
Middle East for the camel races. 

The students of MTLS have also submitted 
their full research with the interviews of 
children associated with beggary and 
intensive labour, to RCK Cosmopolitan and 
the United Nations Cyber School Course. 

At the end, Rtn. Dr. Hina distributed 
handouts to the kids on prevention of child 
abuse. Those included the red flag signs 
for parents and the notes for children, on 
how to report, if they ever find themselves 
in unsafe hands.

Poster Competition
On request of RCK Cosmopolitan,
District Governor Aziz Memon graced the 
event, and chose the three best posters.
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The first prize went to Agha Muhammad 
Jazim, 11, for his poster on Child Beggary, 
second prize to Qunoot Rais, 12, for her 
photographic collection on strenuous child 
labour and third prize was taken by Ammar 
Ali Khan, 13, for his detailed informative 
poster on Camel Race, involving kids, even 
of toddler age group.

DG Memon was enthusiastic to see 
children’s immense concern for the issue. 
Meeting him, students expressed their 
desire to be future interacts, once they 
reach the age criteria.

500 toys to India, but they were pleasantly 
surprised to see a huge turn out, with toys 
reaching up to the 1000-mark. But then the 
problem of customs and clearance arose, 
which often tends to prolong the exchange 
of goods. But luckily DHL India and Pakistan 
came to our rescue such that they both 
agreed to provide good concessions for the 
delivery of the toys.

Involvement of District Governors
The message that this project SMILE sends 
across, have appealed to everyone who heard 
about it. Our District Governor Aziz Memon 
has constantly been inquiring about the 
progress of the project. Despite his 
immensely busy schedule, he specially cared 
to visit the students of the two schools during 
his working hours. 

DG Aziz was accompanied by PDG Ali Akhtar 
during the visit. In his short speech at 
Charterhouse, he explained to the children 
the essence of Rotary and how sharing and 
Rotary go hand in hand. The students of Mrs 
Tahseen's Learning System were quite 
inspired by the pleasing personality of our 
District Governor that they are willing to do
more projects under his dynamic leadership. 

RC Ahmedabad’s secretary, Bhanu Gupta and 
a senior member Rtn Udayan has specially 
extended their gratitude to the DG Memon 
for personally gracing the event. 

On the other hand, the District Governor of 
RID 3050 of which RC Ahmedabad is a member, 
Dr Harshad Udeshi has also expressed his 
happiness with the way project is shaping up. 

What years of diplomacy could not achieve, 
a simple project initiative of students on both 
sides of Wagah has achieved successfully and
of course with iridescence of SMILE.

The two phases of the “SMILE” project:

Phase I - In phase one which should complete 
in six months time, RC Ahmedabad will try 
to cover, focus and implement on the 
following:

a) Identify the space for setting up the Toy bank. 
b) Set up the toy bank with arrangements 
convenient and matching to the taste of a 
child and giving him a feeling of happiness 
and ownership.
c) Promote the concept and collect toys from 
various Rotary members, corporate houses, 
banks and schools and citizens of Ahmedabad. 
For this, we will take up extensive collection 
drive and put up Toy Huts at various locations 
where people can come and deposit the toys 
they wish to donate.
d) Wide publicity using local newspapers, FM 
Radio and other means to inform more and 
more people about the project and its benefits.
e) Identification of locations and places where 
we can donate and distribute toys on a 
monthly basis.
f ) Register at least 500 children as members 
of Toy Library in first six months of its 
existence.

Phase II - In this phase the following will be 
covered based on the success and 
completion of Phase I activities:

a) Setting up of extended Toy Libraries in 
municipal schools, villages and slum areas 
where we supply the toys and the children 
can play. The target will be to make at least 
five more new extension Toy Libraries around 
the city
b) A Toy Van fitted with latest audio video 
equipment and stuffed with toys will 
regularly move around in villages across the 
state, make a stay of 2-3 days at a particular 
village or schools

Activities covered by the Toy Van:
• Specially designed group games on the
van itself for number of children to come 
together.
•  Educational video fi lms to show 
documentaries on hygiene and other
sensitive issues affecting children.
• Occasional puppetry, magic shows,
Origami etc.

Alleviating Poverty

PMN is an umbrella organization of all 
organizations that are into micro-credit 
financing in Pakistan. On its panel are 
banks, semi-governmental institutions and 
non-governmental organizations. Mr. 
Mohsin gave a detailed presentation, with 
graphs and figures, of the microfinance 
sector in the country, and compared it with 
our regional neighbors - India, Bangladesh 
and Afghanistan.

The third speaker was Mr Nadeem Hussein 
of Tameer Microfinance Bank. A former 
employee of Citibank, the first thing he did 
on assuming his place at the dais was to 
change his medium of speech from English 
to Urdu to which he received an 
overwhelming applause.

Using Tameer Microfinance Bank’s activities 
as a focal point, Mr. Hussein elaborated on 
the adequacies of microfinance and it’s 
need of the time and urged all those 
present that if Rotary is sincere in helping 
poor entrepreneurs financially, then it 
should loan amounts to banks such as his 
to be used as collateral against which banks 
like T.M. B will be able to hand out more 
small loans to the poor.  

Lastly, it was our very own DG Aziz’s turn 
who while giving Dr Yunus of Grameen 
Bank’s example said that Rotary should be 
at the forefront of reducing poverty 
through actively par ticipating in 
microfinance initiatives. 

At the end, PE Khalid Shekhani of RC 
Karachi Karsaz was invited to present a 
vote of thanks. He further advanced his 
own point on the subject and reminded 
the present Rotarians that we should 
all try to play our vital role in improving 
the lives of those not-so-privileged
than us.

The speech session was followed by 
mementos-giving ceremony in which Host 
President, Capt Sultan Shakir once again 
showed his streak of generosity when he 
invited all Club Presidents to receive their 
respective shields in honour of attending 
the event. 

Apart from the shields, a few distinguished

The system of 
microfinance is not only to provide easy 
access of money to the poor but to simplify 
the whole procedure of borrowing, which 
on many cases rely solely on the availability 
of a guarantor.  

The next speaker to follow was Mr. S. 
Mohsin who had specially flown in from 
Islamabad to present his views on the 
activities of his organization, Pakistan 
Microfinance Network (PMN).

The event, an Italian Opera, was held at 
Karachi Sheraton Hotel Ball Room and 
included a spectacular performance by 
four renowned Italian artistes, followed
by a scrumptious I tal ian dinner. 
Accompanying these talented artistes, all 
the way from Italy, were members of Rotary 
Club Centenarium Sachile Italy- Dr 
Giacomo Panarello,  Past President, Rotary 
Club Centenarium Sachile Italy; Wilma 
Vecchietti (Dr Giacomo's wife); Ms. Santin

The fundraiser was held to support Depilex 
Smile-again Foundation, an organization 
that  has taken on the task of helping 
women who are victims of domestic 
violence, particularly acid throwing and 
being set on fire. The foundation arranges 
medical help and reconstructive surgery 
and also provides rehabilitation facilities, 
vocational training, and a shelter home for 
the victims. These are mostly young 
women (ages 14 - 25) who are not victims 
of accidents but of immense human 
brutality - their faces and bodies  being 
burnt through pre-meditated and planned 
crime. These survivors lose more than just 
their faces as all their senses (eyesight, 
smell, hearing, ability to eat) are damaged, 
their self esteem is lost, they suffer social 
ostracism because of their appearance and 
thus, have no access to education,
employment or even marriage! 

RCKSM, organised this event to raise funds 
for the "International Centre for 
Reconstructive Surgery, Rehabilitation, 
Vocational & Shelter Home", currently 
under construction in Multan with the help 
of Smileagain Foundation Italy. Having this 
facility in Multan would not only cut travel 
time but also the expense of taking 
patients abroad for treatment. And, it is a
costly project of approx. Rs.26 crores.

single class - come rain or shine 
Mehnaz and her mother reached every 
class on time. Her mother admits that 
many teachers and mothers thought 
that she was Mehnaz's maid, yet she 
very proudly would bear this, telling all
that Mehnaz was her daughter.

"Because of her polio disability, I will 
not allow my daughter to be a burden 
on anyone," states her mother 
emphatically. "I had to fight against the 
opinions of my husband, my sons and 
the community about giving her an 
educahon, but I did not give up. The 
day Mehnaz is truly independent - 
financially and otherwise, will be the 
day that I can say to Allah that I am 
ready to die but until then I pray to 
keep me with Mehnaz."

Currently, Mehnaz provides tuition to 
students from the local  community, 
g i v i n g  h e r  s o m e  f i n a n c i a l  
independence as she prepares to 
continue her studies and work towards
a career in the banking sector..

Life has been difficult Mehnaz admits, 
but believes that she needs to remain 
positive. She looks at tbe young 
children she teaches and realizes how 
fortunate they are. Polio teams now 
travel door-to-door to ensured that 
every child is given polio drops in every 
campaign so that no child will see the
same problems that she had to see.

It is not easy living with polio - each 
stage of life from childhood through 
to being an adult brings with it unique 
problems, but there is no reason why 
children in this day and age need to 
face these. Children can be protected 
against polio if each and every child is 
given two drops of the vaccine in each 
and every campaign. Successfully 
reaching every child every time is 
working towards eradication of this 
disease so that the children of 
tomorrow need only know about polio 
from history books. Together we can 
make this possible.

Recently having completed her 
Bachelor Degree from Karachi Mehnaz 
is determined to succeed. Given her 
lifelong passion for academics, her 
mother ensured that Mehnaz went to 
school to secure a good education. In 
the beginning expresses Mehnaz, she 
did feel as if she was different to other 
students in her class, but she was 
determined that this difference would 
not hamper her future plans. As she 
grew wiht age, her willpower to 
conunue studying grew stronger, and 
today she looks forward to getting 
admission to complete her Masters
Degree, and hold a position in a bank.

This determination, willpower and 
desire to live, all from a girl who was 
crippled with polio as a young child is
something that we could all learn from.

Mehnaz's polio disabiliy is so severe 
that she cannot walk but upon her 
knees. Reaching out to anything above 
her is impossible and climbing stairs is 
nothing less than difficult - yet Mehnaz 
seems to overcome these obstacles 
with a smile and a laugh that carries 
energy, life and enthusiasm to live, but
things have not always been this way.

For Mehnaz's mother, her daughter's 
access to qualiy educahon was primary, 
and so day in and day out, she would 
take her daughter to the English-
medium primary school and later the 
Govenment Secondary School, 
spending the entire day in class with 
Mehnaz, and then bringing her home 
at the end of the day. When Mehnaz 
was young carrying her to school was 
not very difficult, but as she grew older, 
access to school was limited to her 
wheelchair. Her mother acknowledges 
with sadness that "even her brothers, 
who love her very much, would 
become embarrassed to take her to 
school in the wheelchair. They worried 
about comments from the local 
community."

As the level of studies got more difficult 
and Mehnaz needed tuition, her 
mother ensured that she didn’t miss a

 Polio True Story
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Focus on Pakistan
34 million children immunized in polio 

campaign of year 

Pakistan conducted its polio National 
Immunization Days (NIDs) of the year, 
aiming to reach more than 35.2 million
children under five years of age.

Data analysis from the NIDs indicate that 
the activity went very well, despite 
exaggerated reports of communities 
refusing vaccine. Through the strong 
engagement of the Government of 
Pakistan and a wide scope of civil society 
actors, including religious, community and 
traditional leadership, an estimated 97% 
of the target population was reached (34.1 
million children). 

For poliovirus to be stopped, every child 
must be reached with oral polio vaccine. 
In Pakistan, communities are continuously 
involved and engaged in vaccination 
campaigns, and all data indicate that 
community resistance is not the major 
challenge to polio eradication in the 
country. The primary challenges to polio
eradication remain operational. 

WHO and its partners Rotary International, 
the US Centers for Disease Control and 
Prevention (CDC) and UNICEF commend 
the support being given to polio 
eradication by all sectors of society in 
Pakistan. Key to success will be to 
overcome the operational challenges of 
reaching populations to whom access is 
hampered, due to population movements, 
insecurity or cultural conservatism in some 
tribal areas. 'Targeted strategies' have been 
launched to help overcome these challenges.

The Club’s Weekly Tuesday meeting was 
held at the KSWS vaccination center. 
Members gathered at PP Hanif Janoo’s 
office where they were invited for lunch. 
Sumptuous lunch (with traditional Janno’s 
hospitality) was served after which the 
members left for the vaccination center. 
We are grateful to the management of 
Murshid Hospital for loaning the services 
of two vaccinators during the campaign. 
The technical support by these staff was
felt essential for the quality output.  

Results Achieved
The KSWS team was highly motivated and 
was supported by every one who 
participated in this event. The results shown
in table below tells the success story.

Recent sudden occurrence of polio in 
Karachi and other parts of the country put 
all concerns on high alert. Currently, there 
are seven countries that are infected with 
polio. Ninety-eight percent of all polio cases 
exist in only four of the countries: India,
Pakistan, Afghanistan and Nigeria. 

The second part of the four-pronged 
strategy, to eradicate polio from the world, 
involves mass immunization campaigns, 
known as National Immunization Days 
(NIDs). This supplementary immunization 
is intended to complement-not replace 
routine immunization. Sub-national 
Immunization Days were observed on 4th,
5th, & 6th of March 2008 in Pakistan.

In consultation with PDG Abdul Haiy Khan 
and Rtn Byram Avari, decided to participate 
in the NIDs and selected the hot spot of Baldia 
Town (UC-7), which is an ideal location fitting 
the screening criterias.1) The polio case was 
reported from this area, 2) high population 
density, 3) poor sanitation, and 4) low routine 
immunization coverage.  Logistic of the area 
and local contacts were favorable for the 
members of RCKE to participate effectively. 
A group of senior Rotarians of our club visited 
with me the office bearers of KSWS”s (Kutiya 
Sipahi Welfare Society) at their dispensary in 
Baldia Colony 51/2 and found a willing 
partners in them. 

To create high awareness and convince the 
people to come for vaccination following 
activities were planned and executed well 
by the local partners (office bearers of KSWS).

Main Activities (Pre Campaign)

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	n 1958 few like minded people with an	
intention to do something for needy people	
sat together and decided to form a Rotary	
Club in Sargodha. Hence, in June 1958, and 

sponsored by RC Faisalabad, RC Sargodha 
materialized as a full-fledged club. Prof. Abdul 
Hamid Qureshi and Al-e-Ahmad, were its
Charter President and Secretary, respectively.

From inception till now, our club has had many 
achievements in sectors of health, water and 
hunger, education and information technology. 
We have the honor of having our own hall 
“Aslam Rotary Hall” for meetings in Officers 
Club, Sargodha. This was due to the efforts of 
our past Rotarian Mian Muhammad Aslam 
(owner of Sargodha Textile Mills). 

From its start to date, our club has won a lot of 
awards, including Best President, Best Secretary, 
Best Rotarian, Best Community Project, Best 
Club etc. Rtn. Ehsan Ullah Khan is the only 
charter member who is still with us and serving 
the community.

Major Projects by RC Sargodha:
1.	Free Dispensary and Clinical Laboratory
RC Sargodha is running a dispensary on 
permanent basis in Cannal Park, Sargodha. On 
14 August 2002, the foundation stone was laid 
by the late Tariq Allawala during his tenure as 
the District Governor.

This dispensary was constructed on more than 
3,000 square feet of land. It consists of two 
doctors rooms with attached bathrooms – one 
for male doctor and other for female doctor; a 
dispenser’s room; a patient’s waiting room; a 
delivery room; and small rooms with single beds 
and attached bathrooms.

This project was initiated at a total cost of 3.6 
million rupees for the complete construction 
of building, furniture and equipment. This was 
accomplished with the generous help of Rtn.
Aslam Bajwa, who donated land for this project.

To meet the day to day expenses, a fee of 5 
rupees is charged from each patient. On an 
average 80 patients visit the dispensary daily. 
Every club member pays more than 1,000
rupees monthly for its running expenses.

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Until now 1200 patients have been listed on its 
roster for further medical checkups. Two trained 
doctors have been deputed here for the 
purpose. A lady doctor visits here on a daily 
basis from 9 am to 1 pm. While a male doctor
provide his services from 5 pm till 10 pm, everyday.

Through this initiative a lot of needy and poor 
people have benefited. They have been 
provided free consultations and free medicines. 
They are also requested to get regular checkups 
through this facility.

At this facility, various other camps have been 
organized, such as: Diabetic Protection camp, 
Eye Camp, Heart Care Awareness camp, Weight 
Reduction camp, Hepatitis, and Polio Eradication 
Awareness & Vaccination camp.

2.	Clinical Laboratory
Our club is also running a clinical laboratory. 
This project is just adjacent to our Rotary Free 
Dispensary. We are thankful to RC LA Mesa, USA 
for providing assistance to qualify for a
matching grant by Rotary International.

3.	Rotary Park
To facilitate the people & children of the area, RC 
Sargodha has developed a park/ground in Cannal 
Park, Sargodha. It is just opposite to our Free 
Dispensary. It also facilitates our patients visiting 
the dispensary who can then relax in the cool 
surrounds of the park. For this park, we are thankful 
to all the past District Governors who helped
establish greenery by planting trees in it.

In the coming future, we plan to provide further 
facilities in this park by converting this into a
modern play area for children and ladies.

4.	Relief work during flood
During 1992-93, our club worked hard in 
providing relief to the affectees of flood-hit 
locales of our area. We provided cash and goods
to the affected for their rehabilitation.

5.	Relief work during Earth Quake
Pakistan has faced the worst type of disaster in 2005.

The earthquake which struck in 2005 was one 
without doubt the biggest natural disaster to 
strike Pakistan and India in recent years. It caused 
the maximum number of deaths and destruction 
in less than five minutes of its duration. It is a 
recorded fact that some 100,000 people 
perished in that and in its aftermath, and it
caused material losses into billions of rupees.

Like all clubs, RC Sargodha immediately 
mobilized its members and available resources 
and pitched in to help our suffering brethren. 
We successfully accumulated a large number 
of goods including tents, blankets, warm clothes, 
shoes, food items, medicines etc. Each and every 
family member of our members directly or 
indirectly involved themselves in this noble 
cause. According to a rough estimate, some 
25,000 dollars worth of items were collected 
and sent to the affected areas. For all this effort, 
we are thankful to all those who came to our 
help in this noble cause, especially Dr. Dr Pushpa 
Chandwani of 28072-Clima, Mission Viejo, USA.

Our upcoming projects:
1.	Vocational & IT Literacy Center
RC Sargodha in its aim to enable local needy 
population to fend for themselves, especially 
the women of the surrounding areas, plans to 
establish an vocational and IT institute which 
apart form providing primary level education 
will also provide the necessary vocational
trainings to all those registered with it.

The total estimated cost of this project is 2.2 
million rupees. The land has already been 
acquired and we plan to raise a hall on it which 
will serve the purpose. This alone will cost 1 
million rupees. Total cost the Vocational & IT
Centre is projected to be US $ 19,900.

To meet the day to day expenses, a nominal fee 
will be charged from the students, but those who 
can afford, will be charged full fees. Every club
member will also contribute on a monthly basis.

2.	Eye Care Unit
Now with the successful implementation of our 
club’s free dispensary, we wish to move further 
ahead in our quest to ease suffering of our poor 
neighbours. For this the club has planned for 
establishing a eye care unit. 

Sargodha has a large population with eye 
related problems, especially the women and 
children who tend to suffer most due to inability 
to travel without male escort to clinics and 
hospitals further a field.

For this, our club has sent a request for a grant, 
whether in the shape of equipment and or in the 
shape of cash. According to an estimate this eye 
care unit requires assistance to purchase surgical 
and eye testing equipment costing US$ 25,000.

Once this project is on the ground, it will give 
a tremendous boost to the morale of the people 
as already a major chunk of our District’s people 
suffer from some or the other eye-related 
diseases. Total cost the Eye Care Unit is projected 
to be US $ 24,555. 

3.	Mobile Dispensary & Ambulance Service
Our club also intends to establish a Mobile 
Family Health Center in an under-served urban, 
remote & desert area of Sargodha, Khushab and 
Mianwali of Sargodha District.

The projected area is basically a backward area 
in which majority of the population belongs to 
low-income group living in over-crowded houses, 
having very limited access to health facilities. 
Literacy rate is very low and there is little civic 
sense regarding personal hygiene and family 
health needs.  Poverty is rampant in the area and 
the main burden of poverty is borne by women 
and children. The education system is not in
accordance to the needs of the area people.

Our educational institutions should 
strive to meet the minimum standards 
of teaching thereby helping to achieve 
uniformity of standards compatible to 
the world standards. Mrs. Nigel said 
that education is a right for everyone 
and not a privilege. She lauded that 
Rotary has initiated a number of 
training programs to improve the 
quality of education in Balochistan by 
human resource development.

Secretary Faisal Azim Lehri thanked 
the guest speaker and Joozer Marzban, 
President informed the members that 
on 23rd February Rotary will celebrate 
its 103rd birthday and a large cake was 
cut at the occasion to mark this event 
which also coincided with birthday of
Rtn Zafar Javed the same day.
