CYCLONE YEMYIN

Rotarians seek additional aid
for victims of Cyclone Yemyin

Rotarians in District 3270, which includes
Pakistan and Afghanistan, are seeking
additional aid for victims of the 26 June
cyclone thatkilled 324 people, left 224 missing
and more than 377,000 homeless, in the
Balochistan and Sindh provinces of Pakistan.

Severe thunderstorms and Cyclone Yemyin
caused severe damage in late June, and it
is estimated that more than 2 million people
were affected by the subsequent flooding,
with more than 80,000 homes destroyed.
Currently 35,000 people are living in camps.

Roads, bridges, and electricity towers were
swept away by the storms, which is delaying
the relief effort. Clean water and food are
limited, and the heat and humidity
have increased the risk of disease.

Local Rotarians are helping to meet
immediate needs, including food, water,and
essential non-food items like toothpaste
and soap, as well as building materials to
repair damaged properties.

The Provincial Disaster Management
Authority (PDMA) has begun providing cash
grants to each household. Shelterboxes have
arrived, but other assistance is desperately
needed. District 3270 is collecting donations
to help the people of the two provinces.

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Shelter Box

Rotary has arranged for 1,000 shelter boxes
for the people of the flood-affected areas in
Sindh and Balochistan. The Rotary Shelter
Boxes have brought tremendous relief to the
cyclone and rain-affected people. This was the
first international support having reached the
affected areas. About 500 shelter boxes have
already reached Pakistan while another 500
would be reaching here next week. These
shelter boxes have been distributed in
accordance to the plan prepared by NRSP and
they have started distribution in Turbat and
Kech districts. A group of volunteers from UK
are monitoring and managing the distribution.

The Shelter Box idea was thought up and
developed by Tom Henderson and
subsequently adopted by the Rotary Club of
Helston-Lizard, of which he is a member, as
their Millennium Project. The Shelter Box is
based in Helston, Cornwall, and all boxes are
distributed from the Helston warehouse. The
technical support with awareness and
fundraising is also provided by the Shelter Box
organisations set up by Rotary clubs in the
USA, Australia and Canada.

Each Shelter Box normally holds a 10-person
tent and a range of other equipment, such as
thermal blankets, insulated ground sheets,
waterproof ponchos and bin bags, a multi-
fuel stove that can burn anything from diesel
to old paint, cooking pans, utensils, bowls and
mugs, collapsible water containers and water
purification tablets. A range of equipment is
kept in stock to adjust the contents of the box
according to local conditions and what is most
urgently needed.

All equipment is new and selected for
durability, practicality and suitability for where
it is needed.Tough, lightweight and waterproof,
the box itself can also have many useful
functions from being used as a food container
to cot. The cost of one shelter box is 500 UK
pounds. Other than shelter boxes, the Rotary
has been sending regular supplies of food, tent
and medicine to all the affected areas.

ROTARY DISASTER RELIEF
Relief Committee Report

Rotarians of this district under the
guidance of DG Aziz Memon and DGN
Usman Masud are working hard to
provide comfort and relief to the affected
people in Sind and Balochistan. Ever since
the 23rd of June when the storm hit the
coastal areas, the Rotarians in general and
the Rotarians of Rotary Club of Karachi
Bay in particular, have been busy in
alleviating the sufferings of our brotheren.

DONATION

Rotary Club of Karachi has recently
announced that it will donate Rs. 600,000
rupees along with 100 malaria nets to help
the affectees from the onslaught of malaria
and other fatal diseases.

The donated amount will go towards the
'Rotary South Disaster Relief Fund',
which is to be used to provide relief to the
thousands of cyclone victims stranded
in the flood-affected areas of Balochistan
and Sindh.

These people like many others still look up
to the Rotarians, especially those of our
District, to provide them relief and comfort
in the time of calamity.

Handing over of 20 Shelter Boxes, which were
airlifted from Islamabad arranged by PP Pervez
Ahsan, to the rain-affected area of Manjar Goth
adjacent to Mubarak Village in presence of DG Aziz
Memon, DGN Usman Masud, IPDG M Faiz Kidwai,
AG Adm Tanveer Ahmed and Mark Pearson,
arepresentative of the Sheltor Box organisation.

OF A GLORIOUS PAST

Rotary Club
of Karachi

Seventy five years ago, inspired
by the Rotary ideals of service
to humanity, observance of high
ethical standardsin business and
professions and advancement of
international understanding, good
will and peace between people
of the world, twenty two leading
citizens of Karachi, which
included personalitieslike Hatim
A. Alavi, Hatim B. Tayabji and
Jamshed Nusserwanji, formed a
provisiona Rotary Club. On 31st
March 1933 they applied for its
formal admission to Rotary
International, which was granted
on the 11th May 1933. The
Charter was presented by Rtn
Douglas C. Howland of the
Rotary International Asiatic
Office. The Charter President of
the Club was Sir Montague P.
Webb, the then owner of the
Daily Gazette, a leading
newspaper of British India.

Chair, History of Rotary,Rotary Club of Karachi

ccording to PP

Dinshaw B. Avari

who joined the

Club on 13th June

1933, the club members

used to meet on

Tuesdays for lunch

at the Cumper’s Cafeé,

which used to cost

only Rs. 1.85 per head!

Amazing! In those days,

every meeting of the Club used to

start with the prayer “May the Almighty

bless and guide the doings and
deliberations of Rotary”.

From its very commencement, the Club
started taking an active interest in the
city’s civic life and also devoted
considerable attention to the international
aspect of Rotary service. It provided
general relief measures for the people
of Karachi and started the Karachi
Children’s Welfare Society, which
organized clinics and dispensaries for
children in several areas of the city. In
1935, the Club was among the foremost
organizations that provided monetary
aid to the victims of horrendous
earthquake that struck Quetta that year.

During the Second World War
(1940 - 1945), the Rotary Club of Karachi
took an active part in the Viceroy’s
Purposes Fund and the Overseas Tobacco
Fund. It continued its support to the
Karachi Children’s Welfare Society and
the St. Dunstan’s Fund for the Blind. It
also assisted the Poor Patients’ Relief
Fund and Sind War Gifts Fund. It also
helped to make the Karachi Blood Bank
operative and effective. Through some
of its members, among whom was
the founder member - Rtn. Jamshed
Nusserwanjee, the Club gave ample
support towards building up of a cleaner
Karachi and assisted the city council of
the time in beautifying of Clifton seafront.
It also helped established the Karachi
Remand Home. The Club also
participated in the Air Raids Precautions
(ARP) program during that time.

The period 1946-1948 saw the
disintegration of the Club mainly due
to pre-and-post-independence problems
that the city faced at that time. But
thanks to the dynamic leadership of
Rtn. Dinshaw B. Avari who was the
Club President from 1948-1950, and
amply assisted by Rotarians Dr. E.D.
Shroff, Ahmed E.H. Jaffer, A.R. Kohari
and D. Sohrab Anklesaria, the Club
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Rotary Club of Karachi

came back onto its feet. During this
time, some of its activities included
assisting the Karachi Social Service
Group in distribution of milk to refugee
children and renewed support to the
Karachi Remand Home. It also took
active interest and participated in the
field of International Service of Rotary.

During the period 1951-53, the Club
promoted Pakistan through a leaflet,
which was distributed to Rotary Clubs
abroad. This period also brought
accolades to the Club in the form of
Attendance trophy of the RI District 51,
which was won for the year 1952-53.
At that time RI District 51 covered the
Province of Sind in Pakistan and the
Indian areas of Cutch, Kathiawar and
Gujrat (excluding the coastal city of
Bombay, now Mumbai).

In the years 1951 and 1953, the
respective Governor Generals of
Pakistan, H.E. Khawaja Nazimuddin and
H.E, Mr. Ghulam Mohammad were the
Chief Guests at the annual dinners of
Rotary Club of Karachi.

In October 1953, Rtn. Joaquin Serratosa
Cibils, RI President paid a short visit to
Karachi and a banquet was held in his
honor. Second Vice President and
Director RI Nitish C. Laharry, who later
on became RI President during 1962-63,
was also present at the occasion.

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First District Conference in Pakistan
In February 1954, the Club hosted the
first District Conference of Rl District 51.
Over 150 Rotarians from India participated
in the momentous occasion. The Foreign
Minister of Pakistan M. Zafarullah Khan,
was the guest of honor. PP Yussuf Chinoy
was elected Governor of RI District 51
for the year 1954-55. The annual event
culminated with a gala garden party
hosted by H.E. Habib Ibrahim Rahimtoola,
the Governor of Sindh.

From 1958 onwards the Rotary Club of
Karachi continued to render all-round
service to the community. All the four
avenues of Rotary service were fully
exploited. A cottage was built at the
Ojha TB Sanatorium in 1958 by PDG
Yussuf Chinoy (the then President of
the Club). The Sanitorium hut was
furnished and a dispensary was set up
at the Gizri Bagh Colony in 1962 by
Club President Mohamed Akbar. During
the same year Rl President Joseph
Abbey paid a visit to the Club.

Prominent personalities came and
addressed our Club during the years
1960-63. One may fondly recall the
names of Toynbee, the great historian,
Father Dominique Pire, Nobel Prize
winner of 1958 and His Holiness
Syedna Taher Saifuddin, religious head
of the Bohra community.

Diamond Jubilee of Rotary International
During the 1965 and 1971 wars with
India, the Club contributed handsomely
to the President’s National Defence fund:
200,000 rupees in 1965-66 and 72,000
rupees in 1971-72. The Club during the
year 1970-71 also contributed 300,000
rupees to East Pakistan Flood Relief Fund.

Generally speaking, Rotary Club of
Karachi has helped hospitals with steady
supply of medicines, equipment, water
coolers, TV etc. It has built a school
building in Orangi Town and helped a
number of schools with mats, books
and cash grants for further construction
and maintenance of their buildings. It
has distributed over 50,000 books
among school libraries and helped
needy students with tuition fees etc.

The Club also assisted the Karachi Traffic
Police with donations of automatic traffic
signals and showed films on traffic safety
at various cinemas in early seventies.

In mid-seventies the Club received a
huge gift of 80,000 text books from
publishers Harper and Row, through the
kind efforts of Rotarians of Northern
California and distributed them among
the schools of Karachi.
