He met and spoke with
the doctor in-charge, Dr. Shaheena
Yousuf who informed him about the
Inner Wheel Clinic and its activities,
which include medical examinations
for all students prior to their admission
at the two schools, as well as during
the school term and on their return
from summer vacations. Dr. Yousuf
showed the new Ultra Sound Machine
installed at the Clinic. Nearly 450
patients visit the Clinic every month,
about 4,500 to 5,000 patients annually.

Rl President was shown the Book
Binding Cell, Music Room (children
singing Urdu Songs), Maths Room (the
kids were working on Maths Table in
Braille), Classrooms with Braille Aids
and the Art Room. He spent some time
in the Computer Room for the Deaf

Gift of Life is the most touching
Humanitarian Service Programme of
Rotary the world over. This programme
ensures new lease of life to children of age
group 3 to 20 years suffering form
congenital heart disorders through miracle
of open-heart surgery. In Pakistan the Gift
of Life (GOL) programme now running in
5th year is currently being run under the
aegis of Rtn. Aziz Memon, the District
Governor RI District 3270 (Pakistan &
Afghanistan). This year’s District Chairman
PAG Rtn. Col (R) Sajid Baseer Shaikh is the
pioneer of this programme in Pakistan.

In March, 2002, with the support
of members of RC Lahore,
AG Col (R) Sajid Baseer
was able to get Nauman
successfully operated for
his congenital heart disorder
at Westchester Hospital,
NY,USA.Nauman aged 14
years at that time and son
of a primary school teacher
got operated under the GOL.

The four (4) children, Afzal 12-
year (Quetta), Rohit Kumar 10-year
(Khippro), Mattiullah 10-year (Gujrat) and
Tanzila 5-year (Gujrat) returned to Pakistan
with renovated hearts ensuring them
healthy life thereafter.

New GOL vistas were
opened in 2005 when
Rotary Club Lahore
sponsored Ayesha
daughter of a Primary
School Headmaster for
operation at Trivandrum,
India. The totally free of
cost operation to Ayesha’s
parents was the outcome
of voluntary offer made
by DG Reghunath (2004-2005) RI District
3210 to his batch-mate DG Rauf Rohaila
and promptly co-ordinated by AG Col (R)
Sajid Baseer who sponsored Ayesha from
the platform of Rotary Club Lahore. The

Second Surgery

The District Chairman also succeeded in
reaching an understanding with Dr. Masood
Sadiq, Paediatric Cardiologist at Children’s
Hospital to share the expenditure of
congenital heart surgeries of poor children.
Since Rotary Club of Lahore has developed
a passion for this benevolent work, he
appealed to the members of the Club to
muster funds to support the surgery of a
15-month old child Muhammad Sufain.
This child is the son of Hafiz Muhammad
Yar who earns his livelihood by teaching
Qur’an (the Muslim’s Holy Book).

On 7th September, 2007 Sufain’s successful
operation was performed by Cardiac Surgeon
Dr.Muhammad Asim Khan. All the surgery
services (costing more than Rs.200,000) were
borne by the Government of Punjab and
the cost of surgical disposables Rs. 40,000
was paid by the RC Lahore. For the family
of Hafiz Yar the operation was free of cost.

In Pakistan each month about 250 babies
require immediate cardiac intensive care and
urgent open heart surgeries. The Pakistani
centres offering open heart surgeries of
children are only five, one, NICVD-Karachi,
two, AKU-Karachi, three, PIC-Lahore, four,
CH & ICH-Lahore (commonly known as
Children’s Hospital), and five, AFIC-Rawalpindi.
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IPP Afzal and Dr. Masood with PAG Col Sajid and
Dr.Najam Haider at their flanks

The CH & ICH is the only governmental
hospital in the country where congenital
cardiac surgery set-up exists. Here all the
surgery services are free of cost and borne
by the Government of Punjab but the ward
of the child has to pay for the surgical
disposables that ranges from Rs.10,000/-
to Rs.100,000/-. Usually these expenses are
arranged by the Hospital management
either from Bait-ul-Mal (Zakat) or from a
handful of volunteer- philanthropists or a few
NGOs.The Hospital can manage only about
6-8 operations per week due to limited
beds, rooms and paucity of equipment
whereas about 500 children with
congenital heart defects remain in the
waiting list all the time. The expansion of
the hospital is taking place and it will have
state-of-the-art equipment in next
three-four years to cope with patient load.

Surgeries under process

The golfers of RC Karachi went to Bangalore
on golf fellowship exchange and donated
US$10,000 to the GOL Programme of RID
3190. Their friendly and goodwill gesture
was matched by DG Ragendra Rai and he
offered to DG Aziz Memon eight (8) gratis
heart surgeries for Pakistani children. The
documents of the children have been sent
and are under medical processing by cardiac
surgeon at Bangalore wher the operations
will be conducted at Narayana Hrudayalaya
and Manipal Hospitals, Bangalore.
