Literacy - a continous process

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Rotarians worldwide celebrate
On 23 February 1905, Chicago attorney Paul 
Harris started the Rotary Club of Chicago, the 
beginning of the world's first service-club 
organization, Rotary International. Today, in 
more than 200 countries and geographical 
areas, more than 1.2 million men and women 
in nearly 33,000 Rotary clubs carry out the ideal 
of Service Above Self.

Since RI’s beginning, Rotarians everywhere have 
celebrated Rotary’s anniversary on 23 February, 
also known as World Understanding and Peace 
Day. The clubs and districts all over the world 
observed the day this year with great enthusiasm. 

Rotarians help fund pediatric unit in Vietnam
According to the International Union Against 
Cancer, in developing countries, children with 
cancer have a survival rate of less than 50 
percent, compared to 80 percent in developed 
countries. Rotarian Forrest Lloyd spent three
years trying to help bridge that gap.

Last year, Lloyd, of the Rotary Club of China 
Lake, California, USA, and other project 
volunteers unveiled a US$650,000, four-bed 
pediatric intensive care unit at the Ho Chi Minh 
Cancer Hospital in Vietnam. The new facility is the 
only ICU for children with cancer in southern Vietnam.

Rotary disburses first US$40 million from 
Gates Foundation grant 
Nine countries and two World Health 
Organization (WHO) regions have received The 
Rotary Foundation’s first distribution from the 
Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation’s $100 million
challenge grant for polio eradication.

Made in January, the US$40 million disbursement 
is being used by WHO and UNICEF to carry out 
immunization activities in the four remaining 
polio-endemic countries - Afghanistan, India, 
Nigeria, and Pakistan - plus five others where 
“imported” polio cases have been reported. 
Surveillance and technical support are also 
being funded in WHO’s African and Eastern 
Mediterranean regions.

Survey says PR an important tool for membership
Public relations efforts help increase membership 
recruitment, according to about 70 percent of 
Rotary clubs that responded to a recent RI 
survey. About half the respondents said that PR 
also helps with retention, and 87 percent 
credited their club’s public relations work with
raising community awareness of Rotary.

According to survey results, 80 percent of the 
responding clubs include PR in their annual 
planning, and 77 percent launch PR efforts to 
coincide with specific events or projects. Of the 
responding clubs, 57 percent have a Web site, 
most of which provide club information directed 
to the general public. Almost all respondents 
reported obtaining newspaper coverage, but 
less than 50 percent had secured coverage on
television, radio, Internet, or billboards.

UN-Rotary collaboration set to share global 
information
To strengthen Rotary’s longstanding relationship 
with the United Nations, the two organizations 
have developed a new, specialized speakers 
bureau. The United Nations Rotary Outreach 
Program enables Rotary members to receive 
the latest information on key humanitarian and 
global issues through UN briefings to Rotary 
groups on a wide range of topics, including 
Overview of the United Nations, UN Millennium 
Development Goals, Peacekeeping issues, 
Security Council and sanctions issues, Economic 
development, Sustainable development and 
environmental issues, The UN and civil 
society/nongovernmental organizations, 
Disarmament issues, Humanitarian affairs, 
Women’s issues, Human trafficking, Refugee 
issues and Human rights.

Rotarian to donate $2 million to help end polio
Rotary’s efforts to eradicate polio have gotten 
a US$2 million boost from a Rotarian diamond 
and jewelry magnate. Harshad Mehta, a native 
of India who is a senior partner in the Belgium-
based Rosy Blue diamond and jewelry company, 
has pledged to donate the money to Rotary’s polio
eradication efforts over the next three years. 

Mehta, the largest Indian donor to The Rotary 
Foundation, was inspired to make the commitment 
after learning about the Bill & Melinda Gates 
Foundation’s $100 million challenge grant for 
polio eradication. Rotary must match the grant
dollar for dollar over a three-year period. 

Pacemakers keep hearts beating
In 1977, cardiologist Federico Alfaro returned 
to Guatemala from the United States after 
completing his education at Baylor College of 
Medicine in Houston, Texas. A year later, a 17-
year-old boy under his care died because his 
family couldn’t afford a pacemaker, a battery-
operated device that helps the heart beat in
a regular rhythm.

“It made a big impact on me,” said Alfaro, a 
member of the Rotary Club of Guatemala de la 
Asunción. “It left a scar on my heart and as time 
went on, I realized the situation was the same,
or worse, throughout the country.” 

Vowing not to let such a tragedy happen again, 
he proposed that his club establish a center 
that would provide pacemakers and free
implant surgery to low-income Guatemalans.

Rotarians seek to heal wounds in Kenya
Welcoming the peace deal signed to end their 
country’s postelection crisis, Rotarians in Kenya 
have met with diplomats and civic and 
professional leaders to discuss practical ideas 
for healing the nation.

The Rotary Club of Nairobi hosted a panel 
discussion to talk about the role of civic society 
in the reconciliation and recovery process. The 
event, which was part of the club’s annual World 
Understanding and Peace Day luncheon, was 
held at the Hilton Nairobi.

Ida Rieu Rotaract Club
Event Summary by Shahzad Qureshi, District 
Chair, Rotaract Promotion, & Interviews by Jawad

On second of February 2008, Rotary 
Club of Karachi made history by 
inaugurating the first-ever Rotaract 
Club in the world for Blind Children. 
The club is organized at the Ida Rieu 
School for Deaf and Blind which has 
been teaching these physically-
challenged kids for over 86 years. RC 
Karachi has long had an association 
with the school by helping in creating 
infrastructure, development of library
and providing hearing aides. 

The idea of organizing a Rotaract Club 
was conceived by PDG Akhtar K Alavi, 
who said at the occasion, "we have 
been helping the children at Ida Rieu 
for decades, but they were always at 
the receiving end.  By organizing a 
Rotaract Club for them, we will enable 
them to help themselves and become 
a more productive part of the society. 
 It will go a long way in building their 
morales and self esteem”.  

The club has started functioning with 
25 members; all of them are sight-
impaired.  The children are very keen 
in developing community service 
projects and are brimming with ideas. 
“Our first project will be to create 
awareness in all schools of Karachi 
about the precious gift of Eyes”, says 
the ambitious Nisar Awan, the
founding President of the Club.  

The inaugural ceremony was attended 
by PDGs Akhtar K Alavi, Mohamed 
Akbar, Club office- bearers and 
members of RC Karachi, members of 
Rotaract Clubs of Karachi, Karachi 
C o s m o p o l i t a n  a n d  K a r a c h i  
Metropolitan, and Board Members of 
Ida Rieu School who all pledged
to support the activities of this 
budding Club.

Interviews with Club’s Office-bearers
During Saturday’s Founding Ceremony 
of the Rotaract Club of Karachi Ida Rieu, 
we sat down with the Founding 
Members of the Club for an impromptu
interview and here is what we found:

Our Principal informed us last year that 
Rotary was willing to help us if we were 
interested in setting up a Rotract Club 
here in Ida Rieu. We all knew the good 
work which Rotary’s does at Ida Rieu 
and I was quite excited about the 
project.  However, some of the kids 
were hesitant and reluctant. They 
apprehended that the project was just 
another public relations stunt.  
However, with continued interaction 
with the Rotary Club of Karachi and 
learning more about the rich history 
of Rotary, it became easier to convince 
others to join in the Rotary cause.”

The Rotary Foundation has named a 
new class of Rotary World Peace 
Fellows to study peacemaking and 
conflict resolution at the six Rotary 
Centers for International Studies 
located at leading universities in 
England, Japan, Australia, Argentina, 
and the United States. 

Launched in 2002, this innovative 
approach to world peace is a master’s 
level program aimed at equipping the 
next generation of global and 
community leaders with skills needed 
to reduce the threat of war and 
violence. The Rotary World Peace 
Fellows are selected every year in a 
globally competitive process that 
begins when they apply through their 
local Rotary clubs. Applicants must 
demonstrate a commitment to peace 
and international understanding 
t h ro u g h  t h e i r  p e r s o n a l  a n d  
community service activities or 
a c a d e m i c  a n d  p r o f e s s i o n a l  
achievements. 

Like the members of the classes 
preceding them, the 60 students in 
the 2008-10 class are a diverse group, 
representing 33 countries and an array 
of  profess ional  and cultura l  
backgrounds. Their interests and areas 
of expertise include public health, 
education, international law, economic 
development, psychology, journalism, 
and social justice.

Rotary Foundation Trustee Chair Robert 
S. Scott notes that 225 Rotary Center 
alumni already are making a difference 
in key decision - making positions in 
governments and organizations around 
the world.   

“It is this growing global network of 
participants, increasing by 60 every 
year, that makes us believe that 
peace is possible,” Scott says. “It’s not 
a dream - it is reality.”

Some of its outstanding service projects are: 
✦	Rtn Dr Khalid Masood Mian was the first-ever 
volunteer from Pakistan; discharged his services 
in Philippines for two months
✦	Between Karachi to Lahore, Sukkur was the 
first-ever immunization center established by 
the Club in 1978-79
✦	The Club worked in all the four avenues 
specially focusing on community-based work, 
particularly education. In 1975 a school for the 
deaf and dumb children was established, but 
later the children and all the school equipment 
were handed over to a Govt school due to 
change in Govt policy  in 1989-90 
✦	An ongoing project called Rotary Public 
School (RPS) was started with a single teacher, 
six students in a single classroom during the 
presidency of Rtn. Jalil Ahmed Khawaja. Today 
the school has 500 students, 40 staff members 
and 21 rooms and is one of the best schools in 
Sukkur because of its quality education. RC 
Sukkur offers a scholarship of Rs 600,000 per 
annum to deserving students. Rtns. Haji Zaheer, 
Dr Ali Jan and Syed Ayub Ali were the first three 
chairpersons of the School, while Rtns. Siddique 
Pyami, Malik Aftab Mehmood, Javed Ansari and
M Riaz Hamid were its first four secretaries
✦	In 1995-96, three home schools were established 
in the Old Sukkur area: Naya Goth and Freekhill. 
Old Sukkur school is an ongoing club project 
from where 400 students have graduated uptill 
now, and these successful students are one of
the biggest achievements of our club
✦	In 1993-94 Shah Pur village was adopted for 
health services in which the whole population 
was given a thorough check up and was provided 
medicines, and for three consecutive years,
there wasn’t a single sick person in the village
✦ Tree plantation is an ongoing annual activity 
and in 1992-93, 10,000 trees were planted at 
the Airport Road Sukkur, which till now, is a 
largest quantity ever planted
✦ In 1992-93, the Club placed traffic sign boards, 
covering the entire Sukkur city
✦ It arranged several trainings and workshops 
in 1996-97 during which a First Aid training 
program was organized in which 20 participants
were awarded certificates and first-aid boxes

✦	From 1995-96 to 1998-99, free vegetables 
and fruits for everyday-use were supplied to 
the local civil hospital

✦	In 1993-94 several eye camps were organized 
and 10 beds were donated to the civil hospital
