New Website encourages donations to end Polio 
The general public is invited to help 
eradicate polio by contributing to Rotary's 
US$100 Million Challenge through a new 
"mini" Web site, <http://www.rotary.org/
endpolio>. Launched on 4 April, the three-
page site urges people "to become part of 
history by donating to the global effort to
wipe out the crippling disease polio." 

Rotary B-roll now available 
B-roll footage, which consists of video clips 
that illustrate a story, is often used by TV 
stations to provide supplemental visuals 
for newscasts. It can also be used to provide 
supplemental visuals for newscasts and 
can be integrated into other videos during 
the production stages. 

Rotary materials translated into Russian 
Using funds from a PR grant, District 5010, 
which covers parts of Canada, Russia, and 
the United States, recently translated 
Humanity in Motion materials into Russian. 
The radio, print, and billboard public service 
announcements will help clubs in Russia
promote Rotary in their communities.

Key Indian state turns the tide against polio 
Last year, Uttar Pradesh not only accounted 
for nearly 40 percent (339) of India's 864 
polio cases but more than a quarter of those 
worldwide. It was often referred to as the 
"poliovirus capital of the world".But a 
recent initiative by RI to involving the local 
Ulemas (Islamic Scholars) in the fight against
Polio has achieve the much-desired results.

Toys bring hope to children overseas 
Rotarian Jack Ham, a member of the Rotary 
Club of Houghton, Michigan, USA has 
collected a remarkable collection of stuffed 
toys, which though close to his heart, was 
ready to part away for the sake of childen 
who has been traumautised by war and suffering. 

Hence, he along with his club and District 
6220, collected over 4200 stuffed animals
and send them across to Iraq and Mexico. 

Afghanistan presses ahead to end polio 
Afghanistan's relentless effort to finish 
polio has succeeded in cornering the virus 
in the country's southern region, according 
to a WHO report in February. The region is 
part of a larger zone of virus transmission 
that includes southern Pakistan. Dr. Ali 
Ahmed Zahed of RC Jalalabad, heads up 
polio immunization efforts in Afghanistan's 
eastern provinces, where WHO considers 
endemic transmission of the virus unlikely. 

San Diego Rotarians unite to help 
victims of devastating fires 
After wildfires swept through Southern 
California in October, Rotarians in and near 
San Diego brought immediate and long-
term relief to fire victims who lost their 
homes and most of their belongings. 
Members of the RC Rancho Bernardo Sunrise 
(San Diego) walked through streets helping 
families and shifted through ash and rubble 
in hopes of salvaging items. 

Helping a shantytown help itself 
Egyptian Rotarians have joined forces with 
a local charity to help families in a Cairo 
shantytown become self-sufficient. The 
project, partly financed by a US$9,335 
Rotary Foundation Matching Grant, 
provides residents of the poverty-stricken 
Establ Antar community with vocational 
training and other educational opportunities. 

Cuba: First RC in a non English-speaking country 
The first Rotary Club to be organized 
outside an English-speaking country was 
established in Havana, Cuba, 29 April 1916, 
with 22 charter members. Till 1940, 42 of 
the 48 clubs that had been chartered in 
Cuba were still active. Another 20 clubs 
would be chartered thereafter, ending with 
the Rotary Club of San Cristobal, on 16 
October 1957. Due to political reasons, 
Rotary officially ceased to exist in Club by 
January 1979. 

RCs in Cuba have produced four RI 
directors - Mario Nuñoz Mesa, 1922-23; 
Felix Silva Fernandez, 1936-37; Manuel 
Galigarcia Hernández, 1942-43; and Horacio 
Navarrete, 1953-54.

RI President-elect Dong Kurn (D. 
K.)Lee announced the 2008-09 RI 
theme, Make Dreams Real, to 
incoming district governors at the
2008 International Assembly.

He 
told the incoming governors that 
Rotary will keep the service 
emphases of recent years - water, 
health and hunger, and literacy - 
but asked them to focus their efforts
in each of these areas on children.

"In 2008-09, I will ask you all to Make 
Dreams Real for the world's 
children," he said. "This will be our 
theme, and my challenge to all
of you."

Annual giving is the highest in our region.

He also said that as part of the Re-

clubs in our districts stands at 131, with a 
total membership of 4,200, a 30 percent 
increase from when he took over. Weaker
clubs have been reduced in numbers.

He mentioned various projects undertaken 
during his tenure, chiefly being the 
Microcredit seminar and the population 
development seminars, both being main
initiatives of RC Karachi Cosmopolitan.

He mentioned various GSE Teams sent to 
different counties; a RYLA team sent to 
Calcutta; a Peace and Harmony team 
visiting Agra and Delhi; a Golf Exchange
to Bangalore.

DG Aziz Memon once again thanked 
everyone for attending the conference, 
and he especially thanked Faiz Kidwai for 
arranging an excellent conference and 
ended his address by stressing, “We would
continue to share Rotary together.”



He complemented our District Governor’s 
Monthly Newsletter (GML) on being one 
of the finest he has seen in his Rotary life. 
He said that he has often heard other 
Rotary leaders commending the GML from 
Pakistan and it surely is the result of the
efforts put in by the GML team.

Extolling the virtues of being a Rotarian, 
Rtn. Ravindran said that being the largest 
subscription organization that Rotary is, 
we collectively can accomplish a lot if we
put our hearts and minds together

Continuing his speech, Ravi told the 
audience that for us - Rotarians - service is 
our passion and we must let that passion 
burn inside us. Being the largest army of 
volunteers, we can do a lot. Though, we as 
individuals cannot do everything which 
we may wish to do, but in our own right, 
we can do something.

Ravi reminded all those present, that at the

supplied free medicines; and the aggrieved 
whom we lent our shoulder to.

The last main speaker was the Chief Guest 
of the occasion, Mr. Mohammadmian 
Soomro, Chairman Senate of Pakistan and 
immediate past Caretaker Prime Minister.

PDG A A Mohsim introduced Mr. Soomro 
as a scion of an illustrious family of Sindh. 
Mr. Soomro, though being involved in 
politics right now, is a banker by profession 
and has held many international 
assignments, some of which were in the 
Arabian Gulf region.

PDG Mohsin pointed out that Mr. Soomro 
carries a special love for Rotary such that 
that he never says no whenever he is 
invited to any of our functions. Infact, his 
‘Rotary connections’ are such that that is 
mother is the Charter President of RC 
Jacobabad, in the family’s home town. 
During last year, when RIP Wilf was in 
Islamabad to receive Sitara-e-Eisaar from 
President Pervez Musharraf, Mr. Soomro 
was gracious enough to host a lunch in
Wilf’s honor at his Islamabad residence.

Ravi (as he himself likes to be called) 
was introduced by PDG Akhtar Alavi as one 
of the old Rotarians, being active from the 
age of 21. A member of RC Colombo, Sri 
Lanka’s premier Rotary Club, - a club which 
is eighty years old and is sister club of RC 
Karachi. Served on various RI committees 
and sessions, Ravi is an influential business 
leader in his country and sits on board at 
various charitable organizations. He is the 
founder president of the Sri Lanka Anti 
Narcotics Association and heads the 
‘Schools Re-awaken’ project - a post
Tsunami project in the education sector.

Ravindran, ‘who looks like a Pakistani’ and 
‘feels like a Pakistani’ as his name 
corresponds with River Ravi, near Lahore, 
extolled our country’s homogeneity and 
especially our District’s achievements and 
laurelled DG Aziz Memon on being such a 
proactive Rotary Leader.
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Pakistan with its high degree of poverty 
truly needs proper microcredit initiatives 
implemented at grassroots level. Grameen 
Bank of M. Younus, is a true example of 
what an organization can do when it puts 
its resources in proper focused areas and 
works with zeal in its basic mission.

Rtn Shujaat, one of our dedicated 
members, has long been associated with 
our local Polio awareness campaign 
through regular coverage with the help 
of local radio stations, TV channels, 
newspapers and pamphlets. This has 
been done in collaboration with local 
chapters of WHO, UNICEF and government 
health department. 

Vocational Service: 
RC Khairpur has been instrumental in 
providing livelihoods to countless locals 
through the provision of sewing 
machines to the poor women of the 
town. 

Children’s Rights / Special Children: 
We had an awareness walk and 
distributed brochures on children rights, 
sexual abuse and child labour. Our club 
has also distributed clothes, shoes and 
toys among special children on occasions 
of Eid. 

Education: 
We have adopted a primary school in 
Saleemabad and have provided it with 
furniture, appliances, etc. 

Tree Plantation: 
Our club is among the few that has 
undertaken a greenery drive by planting 
trees as well as increasing awareness of 
the need to plant more greenery in 
Khairpur.

Rotary Club of Khairpur has rendered 
various services to the people of Khairpur 
in countless ways. One important event 
was during the 1965 war when Khairpur 
was not a classified town from the civil 
defense point of view, and as such there 
wasn't any organization which may come 
to the rescue of locals. Hence, there were 
a few senior scouts who used to perform 
such duties under the able guidance of 
Y. M. Qureshi, principal of the Naz High School.

Rotary Club of Khairpur then decided to 
setup a civil defence system for the 
security and safety of Khairpur's 
residents. All our members under the 
leadership of Rtns. Prof: Abbas Bin Abdul 
Qadir and Dr M A Naqvi accepted the 
challenge and within a short time 
prepared the volunteers and also
arranged for the necessary equipment.

Such a gesture on part of our club 
developed a positive image of the club, 
but also general idea of service above 
self of Rotary International was projected 
successful among the locals.

In the field of international service and 
on the appeal of the RI President, 
members of RC Khairpur responded 
whole-heartedly to collect donations 
and raised funds for the victims of earth 
quake in Turkey some 42 years back. To 
generate funds apart from individual 
donations, a film show was arranged in 
a local cinema-house through which a 
respectable amount was collected.

During the early years of the club, a 
successful project of animal welfare was 
initiated which not only provided shelter 
to old animals such as horses which were 
being abandoned by their owners, but 
also tonga stands and water troughs 
were built at popular areas to provide 
rest and shelter to horses and donkeys 
which in use of those who were 
depended on these beasts for their 
livelihoods. The inauguration of these 
shelters were performed by Rtn Sunder 
Lal Sagani, the then Governor of RI 
District 305 (at that time Pakistan was 
not a separate RI District, it was co-joined 
with India).

At the end, we would like to remember 
some of our past members who are
not with us any more.

Rotary & Off-Color Jokes

How Singing came to Rotary,
and Off-Color Jokes did not!
Almost everyone who is a member of a Rotary 
club for more than a year knows that Rotary 
member No. 5, Chicago printer Harry Ruggles, 
brought singing to Rotary meetings. What 
almost no one knows is why, and most don’t
know how important it was to the life of Rotary. 

Harry Ruggles was a very moral man. He 
detested off-color language, malicious 
innuendo and classless humor. He argued in 
club meetings for clean language. Little more 
than a year after Rotary had been formed, at 
an evening meeting in 1906, the guest speaker 
began a story. Having heard it before, Harry 
also had heard the off-color ending, and felt it 
was inappropriate for the club, so he jumped 
up in the middle of the joke and yelled, “Come 
on boys, let's sing!” He then led the club in the
singing of “Let Me Call You Sweetheart.” 

This was not only the first time that members 
had ever sung in Rotary, but apparently, also 
the first time that a group of businessmen ever 
sang at a business meeting, anywhere. By his 
surprising actions at this evening meeting, Harry 
demonstrated that demeaning activities and 
off-color stories were not welcome at Rotary 
gatherings. “It was reported at the time that the 
would-be speaker was embarrassed and sore,” 
and so Harry Ruggles apologized, but the club 
backed him up. Right then and there, it was 
decided that all subsequent Rotary meetings 
should be conducted so that any woman could 
attend without being embarrassed. This has 
been the unwritten rule ever since, just as the 
tradition of singing has endured. 

Dirty words were not the only controversy in the 
early days of Rotary. Oren Arnold, in The Golden 
Strand, revealed, "The time came, repeatedly, 
when Paul Harris was faced with failure; for one 
reason or another - or for no real reason - the 
club often was at the point of disbanding. On 
such critical occasions Harry stepped up front
and shouted, 'Come on, fellows, let's sing!' 

Was it the magic of Harry Ruggles and his music 
that worked? Was it his infectious enthusiasm 
for singing? Or, just maybe, some of the reasons 
for its use had more to do with easing barriers 
between men, and ending acrimonious
discussions than a need for choral music.  

History has proven that it was, and is, good 
magic for clubs anywhere, for families 
anywhere, for groups of people anywhere. 
Arnold continues, “After all, clubs are simply 
families; when they move in divergent paths, 
group singing often is the best way to 
reassemble them. Harry Ruggles knew that, 
hence the parent unit and the whole
service club movement is indebted to him."
