Mohd Ayud Bhatt was moved to tears of joy
when RI President-Elect Dong Kurn Lee chatted
with his seven-year-old son, Amir, who was
recovering at a hospital in India from heart
surgery funded by Rotarians. Lee, who visited
Amir and the others at the National Heart
Institute in New Delhi, sees ‘Gift of Life’ as an
invaluable initiative.

Clubs respond to earthquake in Peru
Rotarians are moving into action following a
powerful earthquake that rocked Peru on 15
August, killing more than 500 and destroying
some 35,000 homes. The coastal cities of
Chincha, Pisco, and Ica are the worst hit, with
relief activities being hampered by the
destrution of highways and medical facilities.
Rotary Clubs of Blue Bell, Pennsylvania; Shoreline
Breakfast of Seattle, Washington; and Rotary
Club of Chincha, Peru have mobilized resources
alongwith ShelterBox Response Team to
provide relief to the affectees

Polio cases reported in Nigeria
Several news organizations have reported cases
of vaccine-derived polio in northern Nigeria.
Vaccine-derived polio is extremely rare,
occurring when the weakened form of the virus
in the oral polio vaccine regains its abilities to
cause disease. Though rare, vaccine-derived
polio is a reality in areas such as northern Nigeria
where several communities are markedly under-
vaccinated against polio.

Third class graduates from Rotary Peace Program
The Rotary Foundation’s third group of students
studying peace and conflict resolution at a
university in Bangkok, Thailand, graduated from
their intensive, three-month program on 14
September. The 20 students, who hail from 13
countries and received financial aid from the
Foundation, earned certificates in peace and
conflict studies from Chulalongkorn University
for completing the Rotary Peace and Conflict
Studies program.

Rotary club books a sustainable worldwide
reading initiative
In 1995, the Rotary Club of Parole (Annapolis),
Maryland, USA, provided a South African Rotary
Foundation Ambassadorial Scholar with books
to help promote literacy in South Africa. Over
the next 12 years, that one donation morphed
into a huge philantrophic effort called, ‘Books
for International Goodwill’ (B.I.G.), which have
so far donated 2.5 million books, with 20,000-
25,000 books each, are sent to Rotary clubs
around the world, primarily in Africa, Eastern
Europe, and Southeast Asia.

Youth programs are a springboard to Rotary
for former RYLArians
Lawrence Chew and Bern Igoche are so
passionate about the Rotary Youth Leadership
Awards (RYLA) program that after participating
in the 2006 International RYLA in Helsingborg,
Sweden, they decided to return to the event this
year - as Rotarians. “Last year’s program had 124
participants from 25 countries,” says Chew, 27, a
member of the Rotary Club of Richmond Sunrise,
British Columbia, Canada. “That blew my mind.”

Get started by checking
out DoGooderTV, a Web site that's on a mission
to promote nonprofit organizations such as
Rotary through online video. This free service
accepts videos of 10 minutes or less from any
nonprofit.

Rotarian from across the border
helping Pakistani children

Rotary International leader Kalyan Banerjee
of Mumbai, India will help immunize 35
million children under the age of five against
polio - a crippling and potentially fatal disease
that still plagues both countries.

While in Pakistan, Banerjee will meet with
government officials and Rotarians during the
30 October mass immunization campaigns.
The goal will be to coordinate efforts to reach
every child across both borders.

Pakistan is one of only four remaining polio
endemic countries (Afghanistan, India, Nigeria
and Pakistan) in the world. To date, Pakistan
has reported 16 cases of polio in 2007, all
originating in parts of the country that are
difficult to reach, whether through their
remoteness or because of insecurity.

During the September polio immunization
rounds, vaccinators were able to reach children
in previously inaccessible areas following
agreements reached to honor International
Peace Day.    “As an Indian, it is an honor and
a privilege for me to mark this achievement
in Pakistan,” said Banerjee. “Regardless of
nationality or religion, we all want the best for
our children. Global health initiatives such as
polio eradication underscore this common
value, paving the way for peace in the future.
As Rotary’s mission is to foster peace and
goodwill, we stand beside this effort and
congratulate the government for its progress
toward stopping polio.”

Whether knocking on doors during house-
to-house campaigns or staffing immunization
posts, Pakistan’s nearly 3,000 Rotary members
will be out in force during the multiple
campaigns planned for this year. “We
welcome our fellow Rotarian from India, and
look forward to working together with the
government to ensure that every child is
protected from polio,” said Abdul Haiy Khan,
Rotary’s National PolioPlus Chairperson for
Pakistan. “It is vital that efforts continue to
focus on engaging communities at the local
level to foster support among provincial civil
and religious leadership to ensure safe access
for vaccinators.”

Rotary, so far, has contributed US$ 36.3 million
or approximately 2.2 billion rupees to fight
polio in Pakistan, and more than US$620
million (37 billion rupees) toward eradicating
polio worldwide.



Polio Eradication Seminar

A seminar under the auspices of the District
Polio Plus Committee was held on Monday
10 September 2007 at the Beach Luxury Hotel.

The seminar was titled “One Final Push”
and was hosted and financed by the RCK
Jauhar, RCK Mehran, RCK Midtown, RCK
North, & RCK Paradise.

National Polio Plus Committee Chairman P.D.G
Rotarian Abdul Haiy Khan played a leading
role and helped coordinate with the WHO,
UNICEF & the Sind Health Department. The
speakers were Ms Jenny Horton of WHO and
Dr Asif Aslam and Dr Zohar of UNCEF. They
were followed by a question and answer
session and the same then ended with closing
remarks by Dr Ghuffar Billo, a leading
pediatrician closely associated with the
supervision of the program.

The talks were informative and the question
and answer session that followed showed the
interest of the audience. It was felt that a
serious and concerted final push was needed
to eliminate polio.

The following course of action was suggested
for the next polio campaign:

1. Karachi has eighteen towns. One to two
Rotary clubs should take over a district and
work in close coordination with the officials
of Dr Yahya Mustafa and work with the town
health officers to liaison with the public.

It is necessary to provide pamphlets and
posters to the mosques and other religious
places at least three weeks before the
immunization days i.e. by 1 October and have
a dialogue and seek their support and
corporation for convincing the public of the
importance of vaccination.

2. To provide the TV media with tapes of true
polios cases and get the TV to broadcast the
same extensively.

3. Canvas TV talk show hosts to have
discussion on polio especially with religious
leaders and leading child specialists.

4. Rejuvenate the rotary clubs who are inactive

5. Consider an effective program to recognize
and adequately reward the health workers.

Global Polio Eradication Partners

Global Polio Eradication Partners
in Afghanistan Meeting with Dr Fatemi
National Minister of Public Health

The Global Polio Eradication partners - WHO,
Rotary International, UNICEF, CDC and the
National Ministry of Health decided to
undertake a Communications TAG Review
Meeting for Pakistan and Afghanistan. The
meetings were organized by UNICEF in
Islamabad from 17 - 19 September 2007 and
in Kabul from 25 - 27 September 2007. A
panel of specialists was selected which was
available for the Review both in Islamabad
and Kabul. I attended both the meetings in
Islamabad and Kabul.

DG Aziz Memon had informed the Presidents
of the four Rotary Clubs in Afghanistan in
advance about my availability in Kabul and
my desire to meet them.

Upon my arrival in Kabul I contacted all the
four Presidents on phone. President of RC of
Herat was out of country; President of
Jalalabad spoke to me on phone as he could
not personally come to Kabul; Presidents of
Kabul and Logar joined me to attend the
Review meetings on 25 /26 September and
President of RC of Kabul was present in the
concluding session of the Review meeting
held in the Ministry of Public Health which
was presided over by the Minister - Dr Fatemi,
and attended by the Advisor to President of
Afghanistan - Dr Mojededi .

Both the Presidents of RC of Kabul and Logar
(a newly established Club) showed keen
interest in the proceedings of the Review
meeting. Both of them had a separate
meeting with me in my hotel for an informal
Rotary information session. I am impressed
with their keen desire to make their clubs
active, increase membership, undertake
community service projects and participate
in district level activities. I very much hope
that they will seriously participate in Polio
eradication activities. Both of them were
introduced to the officers in the Ministry of
Public Health, EPI, WHO, and UNICEF.
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A few important points
about Polio Plus Program
The goal of the PolioPlus program is
the global certification of polio
eradication.  By eradication, WHO, the
Global Commission on Certification,
and Rotary mean the interruption of
the transmission of the wild poliovirus.

To date, 122 nations around the world
have benefited from PolioPlus grants
f o r  p o l i o  i m m u n i z a t i o n  a n d
eradication efforts.

“From the launch of the global
initiative in 1988, 5 million people,
mainly in the developing world, who
would otherwise have been paralyzed,
will be walking because they have
been immunized against polio.  More
than 500,000 cases of polio are now
prevented each year by the efforts of
governments and the partnership of
the World Health Organization (WHO),
Rotary International, the United
Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF), the
United States Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention (CDC), and the
overseas development agencies of
donor nations.”

Since 1985, when Rotary implemented
the PolioPlus program:
As a result of the efforts of Rotary
International and its Foundation and
those of our partners, more than two
billion children have received oral
polio vaccine.

Immunizations in 2006:
As par t  of  the global  p olio
eradication effort in 2006, over 375
million children were vaccinated in
36 countries using 2.1 billion doses
of oral polio vaccine.

In 1988, 10% of the world’s children
lived in polio-free countries; as of 1
January 2007, over 70% are living in
polio-free countries.

Two hundred and ten (210) countries,
territories and areas are now polio-
free, and 134 of these have been
certified polio-free by independent
commissions.  In June 2002, the WHO
European Region was certified polio-
free, joining the WHO Regions of the
Americas and the Western Pacific.
More than three billion people, half
the world’s population lives in the
134 countries, territories and areas
that are now certified polio-free.

AFP SURVEILLANCE UPDATE 2007

There are sixteen confirmed polio cases in the year 2007 to date. The
cases are from districts DGKhan (1 case) from Punjab, Khairpur (1
case), Jacobabad (2 cases), Karachi Baldia (2 cases), Thatta (1 case)
and Kambar (2 cases) in Sindh province; Nowshera (2 cases), Peshawar
(1 case), Swat (1 case) & Khyber (1 case) in NWFP/ FATA and Nasirabad
(2 cases) in Balochistan province. There are seven wild poliovirus
type-1 cases and six wild poliovirus type-3 cases. The most recent
case is from Thatta with onset of paralysis on 07th August 2007.

them provide some safety when they
vanish in the stinking piles of trash and
disease. My soul stayed unsatisfied, as
I could not do any significant thing for
these kids who were pushed to bear all
miseries. Then there came a day when I
along with my fellows was standing with
those kids, equipping them with gloves
and face masks, giving them books so they
could also study, collecting food, clothes
and medicines for families who needed it
direly and at last my soul was happy. But
how it happened and who gave me this
immense pleasure! It was all due to Rotary.

It was one blessed day when my boss took
me to his Rotary club meeting and
introduced me to his fellow Rotarians. Well
if some one offers you to live a Giving life,
would you refuse? No! Not at all and that’s
why I most happily became the member
of Rotary Club of Lahore Central the very
day, the very moment. I became a Rotarian
to help myself, to help others and Rotary
did help me understand that all of us are
part of something larger than ourselves
i.e. Humanity. There exist a bond among
all human beings and that’s why,
everything we do, affects other people;
when we vow not to spit on road, firmly
decide to stay calm, when we are helpful
to people in problem, when we drive our
cars with traffic sense, when we keep our
civic sense alive or when we give donation
to put our share in giving unimaginable
gifts like; medication, eye sight, shelter!

as I am a Rotarian, I am doing this at a larger
scale along with my Rotary fellows, the
RCLC fellows.

In answer to the question; Why I am a
Rotarian, I also want to add that when I see
meek people of Muzaffarabad, shivering
with cold, being provided with food and
shelter, when a mother smiles because she
knows her kid will never face Polio, when
hope tinkles in the wrinkles of poor parents
when they see their children going to
school, when I know this student will shine
his family’s name after getting Rotary
scholarship… I feel proud and satisfied
that I am a Rotarian, working in Rotary,
working for Rotary. I am thankful to Rotary
for  provid ing me ex traordinar y
opportunities to change the lives of
so many.
